	A Musical Ballad

Compose a ballad about Charlotte Doyle. You will need several verses and a repeating chorus that would be said/sung after each verse. You can compose/create your own musical ballad or use an existing melody. Be sure to look up ballads and examples if you choose this project.
	Sailing and Sea Terms

Make a dictionary of a minimum of 25 sailing/sea terms or expressions as used in The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle.  Use a dictionary format. Include illustrations and remember to alphabetize your dictionary. Write sentences to show the meaning of the words and should connect to the story.
	An Illustrated Time Line

Design an illustrated timeline. On a long sheet of paper, label and illustrate the important events in The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle. Please make sure the timeline has a title.

	Two Faces Visual Display

Create a two-part collage that reflects Charlotte’s character before and after she joins the crew of the Seahawk. Use pictures from magazines, fabrics, items with texture to symbolize her changing emotions and values as well as draw pictures that illustrate your impressions of Charlotte’s changing attitudes, emotions and values. The size should be at least 12 inches by 14 inches.
	Wild Card

Create your own activity to extend your learning of how authors use setting to define a characters motivation and reactions.  

You must complete a learning contract and have it approved by the teacher before beginning the activity.
	Replica Model Ship

Using recycled materials; create a replica model of the Seahawk. Consult descriptions of the ship throughout the novel, diagrams in the appendix and possibly some research on ships, to make an accurate model.  Models should be no larger than the top of your school desk.

	Women’s Rights

Research a modern-day woman or a woman from history who, like Charlotte Doyle, has (had) broken gender barriers.  Think of someone who has done something that is considered a traditionally male career. Type up the research in a two page essay. Your essay should profile her life.
	Dramatization of a Scene

Choose a scene from The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle to present a dramatic interpretation.  You may dress up, bring props, and work with a small group.
	Reporting on Hurricanes

The author had the Seahawk face a hurricane during its voyage.  Using multimedia resources, research and write a report telling whether the author’s use and description of the hurricane were accurate and authentic.
